There is more graphite here than Le Petit Val and the fruit is darker, with more bramble and darker
cherry notes alongside the red cherries of Le Petit Val. There is also a lovely herby, loamy, mossy
earthiness. On the palate, too, this is deceptively open-textured with a broad-shouldered frame that
makes you fear that the rather limpid and glossy fruit will be stretched too thinly — but actually that’s
not what happens. This glides over and around the palate and has a charming lift and freshness to it
that is very characteristic of the vintage and that the open texture helps reveal rather nicely. Quite
luminous and very impressively crafted.
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
